Jesus on the Streets

Night time: dark sidewalk, two street lights, trash on the floor,
mismatched shopping carts filled to the brim. Sleeping bags line the
street. People pass by without any acknowledgement of those inside
the sleeping bags or sitting on the ground. On the corner of the street,
under a tree, a woman wearing a beanie is bundled in jackets and sits
with three college students who are intently listening to the stories
being told.

This is a typical Tuesday and Thursday night for some of my
friends from InterVarsity Christian Fellowship. This group of students
goes to downtown San Diego to hang out with those who ate
homeless and living on the streets. They have gotten to know these
individuals on a personal level and many of them have become friends.

My Bible study group was challenged to join them one evening.
Personally, I was not looking forward to spending three hours of my
weeknight out in the cold streets of downtown. I was trying to think of
ways I could get out of going, like being behind in homework or
needing to do laundry. But these were just excuses. The root of my
problem was that I didn’t want to leave the comforts of my life and
daily routine.

I used to go pretty consistently to a nearby church to serve food to
the homeless, but eventually I stopped. It’s been over a year since I've
volunteered to serve somewhere without the intent of putting it on my
resume. I lost my desire to serve the less fortunate and have become
comfortable with just focusing on myself. I didn’t want to be put in an
uncomfortable environment like the streets of downtown. However,
as a leader of my Bible study group, I knew I had to go. As a follower
of Christ, I knew I had to humble myself. I swallowed my dread of
leaving my safe “UCSD bubble” and went to serve with my friends.

There were nine of us altogether. The student leaders of this
particular ministry informed us on a couple of things. Our goal was to
show love to the people on the streets by being present with them. We
didn’t have any fancy meals to offer, job opportunities, or money to
pass out. We were there to give them our time, to help them be seen,
and to show God’s love no matter what label society casts on them. So
we prayed together and with the strength of the Holy Spirit, we were
off.

Once we got to the streets we were split into groups of three and
just started walking around with our bag of pb&j sandwiches, bananas,
and water bottles. We walked up to people in their sleeping bags,
offered them a little bit of food and just engaged in conversation. As
nervous as I was about the streets of downtown, I found that there
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was nothing to be concerned about. Every person I talked to was
open, friendly, and truly inspiring.

I met a man named Tony. He was otiginally from Brooklyn and
traveled a lot in his past. I didn’t ask how he ended up on the streets,
but I did ask him what he loves most about San Diego. He said that he
loved the people, who were his friends on the streets. I noticed that
there’s a sense of community among those who are homeless. Even
though society forgets about them, they remember each other. He was
also telling me about the way he says hi to every person he passes on
the streets because he sees their value. One of his goals is to respect
everyone and to see their dignity.

Another woman I met was named Bebe. She was an animated
speaker and knew how to entertain with her words. We talked for a
long time about her past and she told some really great stories.
Eventually our conversation ended up being about God. All of a
sudden I see tears in her eyes as she says, “He is the only thing that
keeps me moving and alive.” When I asked her if she had any prayer
requests all she said was that she wanted the Lord to guide her toward
a more humble life. I was so touched by the way she didn’t ask for any
matetial possessions or changes in her circumstances, but just in the
present moment for a change of character.

The last person I met was James. Right when we introduced
ourselves he just started sharing the good news about God. He was
preaching to us about grace, appreciation, and love. He said that he
loved us. He explained how this love was from the Father, because the
Father loves him and showed him how to love. At the end of our
conversation he prayed for us. I never imagined I would be praying
right on the street, having an honest conversation with God. He
blessed us with his words, and I thought I was supposed to be the
blessing that night.

I am grateful that I left my comfort zone. I see now that I was too
focused on my own life and meeting the homeless made me mote
aware of others and it humbled me. The night was an eye-opener for
me. I was awakened to the reality of easily befriending those who are
homeless. Though society attaches negative stigmas to the label of
“homeless,” like hopeless, desperate, angry, and greedy, I did not see
that at all. That night I saw that hope existed among them, joy from
community, graciousness, and generosity. Although sometimes their
thought process was a little jumbled when they were talking about
theit past, they had no problem speaking truth about God’s charactet.
These people are seen as the outcasts of our society, forgotten, and
pushed aside, but God is present among them. From this experience, I
encountered faith on the streets of downtown and God has shown me
another part to what it truly means to love others.
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
